A.V. Minbaleev. Digital Twins and Digital Avatars as a New Phenomenon in Law

In the article, the author evaluates such new phenomena in law as «digital double», «digital profile», «digital character»
and «digital avatar». These concepts are new to legal science and require reflection. The author notes that to a certain extent
they can be considered synonymous with the common goal they pursue — to create a digital embodiment of a real person
(physical or legal) or some object. But the practice of their application indicates their significant differentiation. In this
regard, the article makes such a comparison.

The article also raises the problems of personal data protection in the context of updated legislation in terms of their
dissemination on the Internet. The conclusion is made about the need for legal consolidation of the concepts of «digital
double» and «digital avatar».
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
