L.A. Krasnikova. Limits of Balance Sheet Attribution and Operational Responsibility

This article deals with the definition of the concepts of the boundaries of the balance sheet ownership and operational responsibility of water supply and
sanitation networks within the framework of the contract of cold water supply and sanitation between subscribers and organizations of water supply and sewerage
services, the relationship of these concepts to each other, their definition in accordance with regulatory legal acts regulating relations in the field of water supply
and sanitation, the interpretation of these concepts by courts. It also reveals the concept of “ownerless networks” of water supply and sanitation, taking into account
the provisions of the Civil Code of the Russian Federation, analyzes the legislation of the RSFSR on the transition to market relations, the distinction between state
ownership of federal property, property of the subjects of the Russian Federation and municipal property, and how these changes affected the establishment of the
boundaries of balance ownership and operational responsibility for water supply and sanitation networks at the moment.

The author of the article examines the possibility of establishing the concept of the boundary of the balance ownership of water supply and sanitation networks,
taking into account the principle of one-time connection to centralized water supply and sanitation systems, because when connecting a capital construction object
in accordance with the technical conditions in which the connection points are defined, this technological connection remains unchanged, while the rightholder of
this object in accordance with the Civil Code of the Russian Federation may change.
