M.V. Krivenkova. Conflict-of-Law Regulation of Relations Involving the Use of Digital Financial Assets in
Russian Private International Law

The article is devoted to the analysis of the conflict-law regulation of relations developing in the digital environment. Given the specifics of these relations,
which often go beyond the territory of one state, which at the time of entering into a legal relationship may not always be obvious to the participants in a legal
relationship, the main problem is seen to be the solution of the question of applicable law. The binding by means of a unilateral peremptory conflict of laws rule of
this legal relation, complicated by a foreign entity, to the law of the Russian Federation does not allow to fully regulate all possible relationships developing in the
digital environment, as well as those of them in which a foreign element other than the foreign entity may be present. The conclusion is made that the conflict law
of Russia requires its further development in terms of the regulation of these legal relations.
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
