V.M. Elin. Legal Instruments of Prevention of Cyberbullying in Russia and the USA

The paper reveals the mechanisms of combating cyberbullying, which is understood as harassment or attack on the victim using the tools of information
technology, including e-mail, computer, mobile phone in order to disseminate negative information about the victim, labeling, building a negative attitude towards
the victim in society. The article discusses a number of definitions of cyberbullying, the author provides Russian and American legal norms aimed at combating
cyberbullying and protecting children from malicious information. Proposals have been developed to improve legislation in this area.
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
