V.B. Sychev. Judgments of the Constitutional Court of the Russian Federation on Issues
or Drafts of Regulations Put to an All-Russian Referendum: Types and Consequences

The article discusses the form, types, features and consequences of decisions of the Constitutional Court of the Russian Federation on cases
on compliance with the Constitution of the Russian Federation of the initiative put to a referendum on the proposed issue (proposed issues)
of the referendum. The author considers various approaches to determining the form in which decisions of the Constitutional Court of the
Russian Federation should be made in this category of cases: attribution of such decisions to rulings, conclusions, determinations and other
types of decisions. The article also provides a detailed classification of decisions on the category of cases under consideration, depending on
their content: ruling of issues or draft requlations putted to a referendum as compliance or non-compliance with the Constitution of the Russian
Federation in full or in part, ruling of procedure for the implementation of the referendum initiative as compliance or non-compliance with the
established regulation. In addition, the author explores the legal consequences of various decisions on the category of cases under consideration,
including the continuation or termination of procedures for the implementation of the initiative to put a referendum on the proposed issue
(proposed issues) of the referendum, the resumption of the procedure for the implementation of the initiative to put a referendum in such a way
as to eliminate the violations identified, the disapplication of issues, draft regulations or parts thereof from the referendum formula.
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
