L.V. Kvach. Specialization of an Attorney for the Protection of Rights of Indigenous
Small-Numbered Peoples of the North, Siberia and the Far East

The article presents some of the main conclusions obtained by the author in a comprehensive study of the specifics and features of
advocacy for the protection of the rights of indigenous peoples of the North, Siberia and the Far East It is pointed out that the most important
direction for improving the lawyer’s work to protect the rights of the indigenous peoples of the North is the lawyer’s specialization in regions
with their compact residence. The paper considers the main components of the array of «special knowledge» that a lawyer must have in
order to provide high-quality legal assistance to representatives of the indigenous peoples of the North. The author points out the need
to organize special training for lawyers, for which, in regions with a compact population of indigenous peoples, it is necessary to create
specialized training centers.
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
