A.V. Tsybanev. A Subject of Administrative Offense Proceedings as a Party to Military
Judicial Proceedings

A person at the time of the commission of an administrative offense has the status of a soldier or a citizen who is at a military
training camp, implies the implementation of the powers of military-judicial administrative jurisdiction. The quality of regulation of the
relevant procedural status allows us to judge the quality of regulation of military court proceedings as a system. At the same time, the
insufficiency of developing an exercise on persons in the administrative process generally does not meet modern requirements for the
organization of administrative proceedings; defects in the procedural status of participants in administrative-procedural relations give
rise to certain law enforcement difficulties within the military-judicial administrative jurisdiction, as well as the possibility of violation
of their procedural rights.
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
