On New Threats to Human Rights and Freedoms

The article attempts to discuss new threats to human rights and freedoms. As such, the author analyzes the concept of a preventive
state, which has become widespread in German literature and is especially relevant in the context of the unfolding pandemic, which showed
the inability of state institutions in a number of countries to properly exercise their legal functions, which led to certain restrictions on the
rights of citizens by their disproportionate and illegal actions. The concept of a preventive state, mystifying the capabilities of the state
mechanism to prevent security threats, allows for the possibility of violating the rights of citizens for the purposes of “public security’.
The article shows the groundlessness of such assumptions.
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
