Combating of Falsification of Vaccination Certificates by Internal Affairs Agencies

The article discusses the activities of law enforcement agencies on countering the falsification of vaccination certificates. Methods for
detecting falsification of certificates are analyzed in detail, as well as an analysis of activities to identify and disclose offenses in this area.
Of course, the issue under consideration is very relevant in the current realities, since the situation related to the fight against COVID-19
is a breeding ground for committing an offense in this area. The article also examines in detail the various consequences and connections
of individual subjects with the healthcare system, which determines the commission of offenses. Attention is paid to the means and methods
for determining the falsification of certificates, and also focuses on the importance of the growing problem and the low legal consciousness
of individual citizens. All this complicates the organization of the work of law enforcement officers and leads to adverse consequences for
citizens in the form of administrative, criminal and other liability for committing acts related to the falsification of vaccination certificates.
It seems that the awareness of citizens about the possible consequences can play a positive role in the prevention of offenses related to the
falsification of vaccination certificates.
