International Subjects of Countering Military Crimes

Purpose. To study the existing system of international actors for countering war crimes, to assess the role and potential of
each of the bodies that make up the system.

Methodology. Dialectics, historical method, analysis, synthesis, deduction, method of comparative law, forecasting method.
Conclusions. Prevention of the modern war crimes is a global problem which requires an effective response from the international
community. The system of bodies for combating war crimes includes: the United Nations Organization as a key universal organization;
Regional international organizations (for example, CSTO); Various bodies of international criminal justice; International non-govern-
mental organizations (for example, the International Committee of the Red Cross). At the same time, the advantages and disadvantag-
es are highlighted in the activities of each of the identified actors. In this regard, effective counteraction to war crimes can be carried
out only in a complex way, combining the potential of each of the identified entities.

Scientific and practical significance. As a result of the conducted analysis, it is established that at the moment there are a
number of bodies at various levels, both international governmental and international nongovernmental organizations with a high poten-
tial for combating war crimes. In addition, an assessment is made of the theoretical and practical steps taken by international actors.

The conclusions of the study can be used to formulate recommendations for improving the domestic mechanism for war crimes
prevention and for developing the position of the Russian Federation on the issue.
