Securing of the Right to Education
by Application of Administrative Liability Measures
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Purpose. The article considers topical issues of bringing to administrative responsibility for violation of legislation in the field of
education. The interrelation of norms of the Federal law of 29 December 2012 Ne 273 “On education in the Russian Federation” with
the relevant provisions of the Code of Administrative Offences is given, gaps regarding insufficient security of right to education with
measures of the administrative responsibility are revealed and possible ways of their solution are proposed. Methods: analysis, syn-
thesis, abstraction, comparative legal and logical-legal methods. Results. First, prohibitions established by the Federal Law “On ed-
ucation in the Russian Federation” by the relevant sanctions of the articles of the Code of Administrative Offenses are provided. At the
same time there are some gaps in terms of insufficient provision of the law by measures of administrative responsibility, which should
be eliminated by fixing new administrative offenses. Second, judicial practice in the sphere of bringing to administrative responsibil-
ity of the participants of the state final certification for violation of the procedure appears to be rather harsh. In this regard, the puni-
shment for the offense (p. 4 of Art. 19.30 the Code of Administrative Offences) should be mitigated. Scientific and practical sig-
nificance. The author’s classification of administrative measures to ensure the right to education is given. Judgments according
fo the p. 4 of Art. 19.30 the Code of Administrative Offences are studied and analysed, suggestions for improvement of the legislation
on the administrative responsibility for violations in the field of the educational legislation of the Russian Federation are formulated.
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
