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Elaboration Experience and Development Prospects
of the Arctic Law Master’s Degree Program

Purpose. The development and use of infrastructure and resources in the Arctic is a strategic guide for the domestic and
foreign policy of the Arctic States and other States. Scientific and personnel support of geopolitical interests of Russia in the Arctic is
impossible without creation of system of continuous education. One of the problems of efficiency of development of the Arctic is the
lack of qualified professionals with knowledge, skills and competencies in the application of norms of different branches of law aimed
at regulating legal relations in the Arctic region. In order to solve these problems the Northern (Arctic) Federal University named after
M.V. Lomonosov has developed the Master program named «Law of the Arctic». The disciplines included in the specified master’s
program will allow analyzing comprehensively the issues of legal regulation of social relations in the Arctic. Methodology: dialectics,
abstraction, analysis, synthesis, deduction, formal legal methods. Results. The concept of «Law of the Arctic» is the subject of
research of both domestic and foreign doctrine. The educational institutions dealing with Arctic law have no independent master’s
program that combines disciplines that would give an idea of the problems of legal regulation of social relations in the Arctic and the
ways of solving such problems. Master program «Law of the Arctic» share the following characteristics: the uniqueness of the modules,
the possibility to participate in a comprehensive marine research and education expeditions in the Arctic region within the project
«Arctic Floating University», the variety of internships within public authorities of the Russian Federation interacting with the Arctic
States and implementing powers in the Arctic zone, and in the legal departments of large companies with state capital. Scientific and
practical significance. The variants of further development of the Master program «Law of the Arctic» are offered in order to improve
the process of professional training of personnel for the successful development of the Arctic.
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
