On the Nature of Land Resource Management Relations

Purpose. The main goal of the present article is to perceive the nature of the relations of land resources’ management. To reach
this goal the notion «land relations» is searched, the different classifications are done. Methodology: dialectic, abstraction, analysis,
synthesis, deduction, logical method, legalistic method, interbranch legal research. Results. First, the relations of land resources’
management are one of the type of land relations, specified by powerful nature, subjects and high social importance. Second, ground-
ed on the basic constitutional statements they are requlated mostly by land legislation. Third, these relations are close to the administra-
tive law. Finally, different aspects of the relations of land resources’ management are touched by the other branches of law (ecological,
narural-resoursed, civil etc.). In this regard the author suggested to use the interdisciplinary approach in its searching. Scientific and
practical significance. this research develops and refines the theory of interbranch connections according to the legal regulation of
land relations. On the example of the relations of land resources’ management the cooperation between different branches of law for
reaching socially significant goals is illustrated, the factors hampering the effectiveness of legal regulation are uncovered.
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
