On Arrangement of Operational Search Activities
of Internal Affairs Bodies for the Detection, Prevention
and Solution of Theft Crimes Committed at Air Transport Objects
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Purpose. Consideration of the organizational and tactical measures in the field of operational-investigative activity of in-
ternal affairs agencies to fight thefts on the objects of air transport, formulation of proposals for the improvement of such mea-
sures. Due to the fact that up to the present time in the theory and practice of operational-investigative activity questions as-
sociated with the organization of identification, prevention and detection of thefts on the objects of air transport, were not sep-
arately considered, but were decided only on formal-dogmatic basis, there are difficulties in the fight against these crimes.
Methods: dialectic (universal) method of scientific cognition, formal-logical methods (analysis, synthesis, induction, de-
duction, abstraction, analogy), general scientific methods (observation, measurement, modeling, description, comparison).
Results. It is necessary to implement to the practice of operational departments of internal affairs agencies and the theory of
operational-investigative activity a number of promising private methods related to the of identification, prevention and detec-
tion of these crimes. Scientific and practical significance. Scientific and practical significance. Scientific provisions, con-
clusions and recommendations given in this article can be used in the educational process of educational institutions of the
MIA of Russia in the discipline of Operational-investigative activity of internal affairs agencies, operational-service activity of
internal affairs agencies as part of classes for service training of managers and staff of operational departments in the compi-
lation of teaching materials. The findings and results of the study are of practical importance for the development and applica-
tion of organizational and tactical measures to fight thefts committed on objects of air transport.
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
