On Constitutional Rights and Obligations in Verse
(Experience of Image Lecture Application in the Legal Science Course)
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Purpose. Lecture-image is a special kind of lecture-visualization, which can be used in the educational process, particularly in
teaching students not law schools basic disciplines “Law” and specific topics, i.e., “Constitutional rights and duties”. The use of tra-
ditional methods of teaching law might not always cause cognitive interest of students to legal information, presented in the form of
textual expressions in the current legislation. Lecture-the image containing the elements of clarity, through the creation of a new cre-
ative way legal information is able qualitatively to complement the existing Arsenal of methods of teaching of law, contributing to the
increase of level of legal culture of students. Methodology: dialectics, analysis, synthesis, observation, systematic method, transfor-
mation methods of the object. Conclusions. First, the lecture represents an innovative implementation of creative forms of re-encod-
ing of legal information, with the purpose of formation of cognitive activity in students who do not have proper level of legal training.
Second, the development of pedagogical thought can not be static, allowing you to search for new methods of teaching in the high-
er school taking into account contingent and fields of study. Third, the lecture-image, serving as a compromise between the classical
lecture and lecture-visualization, in need of its isolation and content independent content using the elements of creative approach to
the recoding of the text of the current legislation. Fourth, the lecture-the image should not be seen as a tool of distortion of legal infor-
mation, as aims to convey this information in a new form to students with the closest approximation to the original meaning of the re-
coded norms. Scientific and practical significance. The study can complement the existing system methods of teaching law. The
use of the lecture of the image shown the effectiveness of the transcoding process legal information in other forms, with the purpose
of formation of cognitive activity of students.
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
