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Competency-Based Approach to Training of Bachelors of Law Faculties in
the Course of Study under the Concepts of Contemporary Natural Science
Academic Discipline

Purpose. The transition of higher education Federal state educational standards of the third generation universities require the
transition from a system of knowledge, abilities and skills to the development of competences, i.e. competence-based approach. Spe-
cial importance is attached to issues of implementation competence-based approach approach to teaching and tracking results of de-
velopment of competencies by students. The positive experience of using competent approach in the development of the course “con-
cepts of modern natural science” can be used in the preparation of bachelors in law.

The subject of research is the role of the competence-based approach in the development of the course “concepts of modern
natural science”, and further professional activities of lawyers.

Methodology: the study is based on the application of General scientific methods of cognition (analysis and benchmarking) in
the process of using the competence-based approach in the system of science education of lawyers. The application of statistical and
sociological techniques has helped to identify trends in learning outcomes and development of competences in the framework of the
course "concepts of modern natural science”.

Conclusions. First, competence-based approach allows to strengthen the applied aspect of higher legal education, which gives
the training a practical nature. A core value is studying the development of certain skills that allow them to predict the development
processes to stay ahead of the consequences when making decisions, and be prepared to act professionally in stereotypical and un-
predictable situations. In this regard, the first priority for the training of specialists with high level of professional competence as the
main indicator of effective practice.

Secondly, having formed a scientific culture, a lawyer will be able to effectively carry out the processes of lawmaking and law en-
forcement in the field of the environment. In the conditions of worsening ecological situation in the country there is a need of legal reg-
ulation in the field of natural-science relations, including environmental. Effective legislation and enforcement is not possible without
the use of a methodological framework that is the Foundation of science education, since it is the basis of science are laws and fun-
damental laws of nature that form the basis of any scientific knowledge.

Thirdly, competence-based approach in training bachelors of law faculties in teaching of the discipline “concepts of modern nat-
ural science” forms of future specialists ability to self-education and self-education during the whole professional activity. The content
of the training the competence-based approach includes those skills that are necessary for the formation of skills. Therefore, the will-
ingness to perform their professional tasks efficiently and in full, graduates, owning a range of professional skills and appropriate per-
sonal and intellectual qualities, allows to solve professional problems and to act in a “situation of uncertainty”.

Scientific and practical significance. The study briefly analyzes and clarifies the concept of competence, competence-based
approach in educational activities and in scientific education. Comparative characteristics of traditional and competence-based ap-
proaches on the example of studying of natural Sciences. Analyzed in detail the role of the competence-based approach in the devel-
opment of the course “concepts of modern natural science”, and further professional activities of lawyers.

Special attention is given to methodical aspects of teaching of discipline “Concepts of modern natural Sciences”, including the
development funds of assessment tools to assess the level of development of competences.
