Russian Medical Law as Academic Discipline in Lawyer Training System

Purpose. Rapid development of legislation, appearance of new branches require adequate changes of the higher law education
sphere, timely amendments and supplements in the legal staff training programs. Medical activity is one of the actively developing
areas that calls for extensive legal requlation in present-day conditions of law-governed state building rather than regulation just by
means of medical ethics and deontology standards. Consequently, there appears a necessity to introduce disciplines in the educational
process aimed at review of a number of lawyer training issues so that they could solve such tasks as: legal protection of health and
life of citizens; ensuring legitimacy at medical activity carrying out; protection of rights and legal interests of business entities on the
medical service market; rendering legal assistance, consulting concerned parties on the issues of legal regulation of medical activity.

Methodology: dialectics, abstraction, analysis, synthesis, deduction, sociological method.

Conclusions. Firstly, the legislation on health protection, healthcare, medical assistance is developing rapidly. Today there are
about twenty federal laws only aimed at regulation of relations in the reviewed activity sphere. Taking into account the bylaws adopted
on their basis, we are talking about several thousand sources of legal regulation of a specific public relation group. Students of law
higher education institutions have no sufficient knowledge of the legislative provisions regulating this widely developed activity sphere
concerning practically each person. Secondly, development of legislation and legal doctrine has led to the appearance of a new
academic discipline — Russian Medical Law aimed at filling the main gaps in the legal staff training for the contemporary society,
state, and economy of the country. It is primarily connected to objective demands of the employers represented by government and
regulatory authorities, law enforcement authorities and business. Thirdly, a complex of measures aimed at large-scale introduction of
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the Russian Medical Law academic discipline on various legal education levels (Bachelor Degree programs, Master Degree programs,
postgraduate training programs) is required to efficiently meet the existing demands of the market, government and regulatory
authorities, law enforcement authorities, and the legal community.

Scientific and practical importance. The performed research gives a possibility to supplement and update the existing legal
education theory and practice. Conclusions of this research may be used at creation of new courses and disciplines, development
and update of federal state education standards and may be applied in the academic process at training of specialists for protection
of health and life of citizens and adjacent spheres.
