Peculiarities of Electronic Interaction between Federal Executive Authorities:
Informational and Legal Analysis

Purpose: The author on the basis of information and legal analysis examines and solves the issues of legal support for the
activities of federal executive bodies in the field.

Methodology: sociological and other conclusions.

Conclusions. First, the analysis of the legislation of the Russian Federation shows that it does not disclose the content of
concepts and principles, and there is also no unified approach to the classification of subjects of electronic interaction and the actors
involved in it. In this regard, the author proposed a legal concept, principles, as well as a system of links between subjects of electronic
interaction of federal executive bodies that can be used in norm-setting activities. Secondly, the study of social relations in this area
has led to the conclusion that electronic interaction of federal executive authorities can be considered as an interdisciplinary institute of
information law. Thirdly, based on the analysis, the author notes the existence of vertical and horizontal electronic interaction between
federal executive bodies and other entities.

Scientific and practical significance. The results of this study are of significant importance for the development of the
intersectoral institute of electronic interaction in information law. The concept, principles, and scientific approaches to classification
proposed by the author for the types of electronic interaction of federal executive bodies can be used in norm-setting activities.
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
