“Black Swans" in Law or on Methodological Misperceptions of Legal Science

Purpose. The jurisprudence, as well as any other science, is subject to objective and inevitable impact of force majeur circum-
stances. We call such circumstances the «Black swans» representing almost unpredictable accidents having sign value for all science
in general. Knowledge of them and other interconnected errors of methodological tools, on the one hand, will allow to prevent ap-
proach of negative situations, and, on the other hand, «to attract» positive «Black swans» in legal science.

Methodology: dialectics, abstraction, analysis, synthesis, deduction, induction, system method of knowledge.

Conclusions. The research of the reasons of accidents in legal science, their differentiation by various criteria and other charac-
teristics, disposal of a number of methodological mistakes is capable to stimulate possibilities of positive and multidirectional not pre-
dictabilities, and to some extent will allow Scientists to foresee and prevent negative consequences that in general is capable to serve
development of science about the right.
