Relevant Areas for Inprovement of Organizational Legal Approaches
to Implementation of Academic Mobility
in Higher Education System of the Russian Federation

Purpose. Academic mobility is one of the innovations of the system of modern higher education in Russia in connection with the
signing of the Bologna Declaration in 2003. At present time, there are contradictions in the interpretation of this concept in interna-
tional Law legal documents and norms of national law of Russian Federation. These contextual legal contradictions are the reasons for
establishing equal scientific and educational cooperation between the Russian Federation and partners in the equal the European ed-
ucational space. Methods: dialectics, abstraction, analysis, Synthesis, deduction, formal-legal method, method of intersectoral legal
research. Results. First, it is necessary to harmonize Russian and international law in the definition of the concept of “academic mo-
bility”. The Berlin communique (2003) calls “mobility of students, academic and administrative staff the basis for the creation of the
European space for higher education”. Secondly, in order to develop organizational and legal approaches in the system of public ad-
ministration in the field of higher education in the direction of the development of academic mobility, it is proposed: 1) the bodies of
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the federal authority have to develop and approve the Strategy for the Development of Academic Mobility in the Russian Federation,
2) the state authorities of the constituent entities of the Russian Federation on the basis of the adopted Strategy for the Development
of Academic Mobility in the Russian Federation have to develop and adopt the Concept for the Development of Academic Mobility of
the Subject of the Russian Federation The Strategy for the Development of Academic Mobility in the Russian Federation (hereinafter
referred to as the “Strategy”) should determine the principles, priorities, objectives , Tasks and tools for the development of academ-
ic mobility in Russia. The purpose of the Strategy is the formation of a systematic approach to the development of academic mobility
at the state and institutional levels, the creation of favorable conditions for the development of international cooperation in the field of
education and science. The Strategy is designed to contribute to the achievement of the main goals of modernization and enhancing
the competitiveness of the system of higher education in Russia and socio-economic development. The concept of the development
of academic mobility of a constituent entity of the Russian Federation should ensure the implementation of the main priorities of the
Strategy, taking into account local peculiarities for creating favorable conditions for the development of academic mobility in the re-
gions of the Russian Federation. Scientifi ¢ and practical significance. This study under the review determines the direction of im-
provement of organizational and legal approaches to the implementation of academic mobility will create favorable conditions for the
further modernization of Russian higher education.
