On Notion and Essence of Criminal Proceedings Principles

Purpose: analysis of essential attributes that enable to consider separate provisions of criminal procedure law as criminal
proceedings principles; the author’s defnition of the criminal proceedings principles and determination of their value in the context
of reasonable balance between the existing international standards and national traditions and vast experience accumulated in this
sphere for many years. Methods: dialectics, analysis, synthesis, historical legal method, Systematic research method. Results. 1) The
essential attributes of criminal proceedings principles are: a) objectivity, i.e. conditionality of patterns of the corresponding society and
state existence and development in a particular period of time; b) conceptuality, fundamental character, i.e. orientation on the
broadest, most conceptual legal ideas that in their turn are expressed in specific legal relations and determine the rules for building all
stages of criminal procedure activity, carrying out any procedural actions and making any procedural decisions; ¢) statutory expression
stipulating their fixing in the corresponding provisions of the Criminal Procedure Code of the Russian Federation; d) direct action, i.e.
an ability to be implemented irrespective of presence of any specifying and developing criminal procedure provisions; 2) based on the
above, the criminal proceedings principles can be defined as legislatively established conceptual (fundamental) direct-acting legal ideas
(provisions) that objectively reflect the patterns of society and state existence and development, define the characteristic traits of criminal
procedure activity and determine the general rules for building all its stages, carrying out any procedural actions and making any procedural
decisions. Scientific and practical significance. The performed research can be useful to scientists, students, postgraduate students,
Junior scientific assistants, practitioners and anyone interested in the development of the criminal procedure Science.
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
