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Dignity and Business Reputation of Healthcare Worker and Healthcare
Organization
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Purpose. Persons engaged in medical activities in Russia are often becoming the victims of slander, insult and other illegal ac-
tions aimed at infringement of their honour, dignity and business reputation. At the same time, they rarely apply for protection of their
violated rights and that behavior of “dishonest” patients becomes almost the norm. In this regard, there is a need for a legal research
of the problems of bringing the patient to the criminal and civil liability for slander, and (or) dissemination of defamatory and unau-
thentic information about a medical worker or medical organization, respectively. Methods: dialectics, abstraction, analysis, synthe-
sis, generalization, analogy, deduction, induction, formal-juridical method. Results. Grounds for bringing the patient to civil liability for
dissemination of unauthentic and defamatory information about a medical worker or medical organization, in accordance with the Ar-
ticle 152 of the Civil Code of Russian Federation is the establishment of the following circumstances by the court: the fact of dissem-
ination of unauthentic information, their defaming nature, and their non-conformity to the reality. Judicial practice testifies that for to-
day there is already quite a large number of cases where such claims of medical workers and medical organizations against patients
have been satisfied. The condition for bringing the patient to criminal liability in accordance with the Article 128.1 of the Criminal Code
of the Russian Federation for slander committed against a medical officer is the establishment of not only the fact of dissemination of
false information, their defaming nature, and their non-conformity to the reality, but also the patient’s knowledge of deliberation of fal-
sity of the information disseminated by him and of his direct intent to commit slander. At the same time, the authors of this research
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did not find any criminal cases of libel committed by a patient against a medical worker. Scientific and practical significance. The
research made it possible to identify and describe the mechanisms of the liability of the patients for dissemination of defamatory in-
formation about a medical worker or medical organization, and the legal grounds for excluding the responsibility. This is the first com-
prehensive research in the current field.
