Results. It is proposed to classify the types of scientific compilation. 1. Correct. 2. Incorrect. In turn, unscrupulous scientific com-
pilation is classified into: 1) direct borrowing of someone else’s text; 2) reworked borrowing of someone else’s texts; 3) issuing the
author’s ideas as his own;, 4) negligent design of someone else’s text; 5) the presentation of scientific work, which was carried out as
a state order. It is proposed to establish liability in the criminal law for plagiarism. Protection of intellectual property is the protection of
public interest protection, because intellectual property is the pride of the whole country, and not just its owner. Scientific and prac-
tical significance.
