On Quality of Legal Education in Russia

Purpose. For two decades Russia has experienced a boom of higher education, which is accompanied by the growth of Uni-
versities and number of students. This is most clearly seen in prestigious areas training. A paradoxical situation is the lack of qualified
specialists and unemployment of graduates. The emergence of professional standards in various fields has led to the need to analyze
the quality of higher education. The necessity of modernization of higher education caused a sharp decrease in the level of graduates’
preparation and the increasing demands to professional training of a specialist. The article aims to uncover the underlying causes of
the declining quality of legal education. Methods: general scientific methods (analysis, synthesis, systematization of statistical data)
and particular methods of learning (formal-legal method, comparative legal). Results. To achieve a higher quality of education pos-
sible through the increase of requirements to the knowledge level of applicants and the rejection of the commercialization of higher
education. In addition, there is the problem of the personnel shortage and aging of teaching staff in higher education. The conclu-
sions contain proposals to increase requirements to quality of knowledge of entrants (through the establishment of high thresholds of
the exam) and to attract to the University young teachers. Scientific and practical significance. The novelty of the research con-
sists of a comprehensive examination of the causes influencing the decrease in the quality of legal education. In the article the analy-
sis of system transformation of professional education, which is reflected in the quality and quantity of students in the direction “juris-
prudence’. Conclusions can be used in the preparation of legal acts and state concept in the area of personnel policy of the higher
school and the rules of admission to Universities.
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
