On Notion, Essence and System of Investigatory Action Participants

Purpose. doctrinal and regulatory analysis of the notion, essence and System of the investigatory action participants as subjects
of criminal procedure relations aimed at revelation of theoretical, legislative and applied issues arising in course of performance of their
functions and determination of ways and means of elimination and solution of such issues. Methods: dialectics, analysis, synthesis,
historical and legal method, system research method. Results. 1) The investigatory action participants are State officials, individuals and
representatives of legal entities entering into criminal procedure relations arising out of the general and specific rules of investigatory
action carrying out and invested with the corresponding governmental authorities, rights, obligations, liability for the said purpose; 2) All
investigatory action participants can be roughly divided into the two following large groups taking into account their functional designation:
a) officials carrying out investigatory actions and invested with the corresponding governmental jurisdictional authorities for the said
purpose (investigator, crime Scene investigator, head of an investigation agency, interrogator, head of an interrogation department,
head of an interrogation agency and operatives) and b) persons attracted to participation in investigatory actions and invested with the
corresponding rights and obligations for the said purpose, namely: general procedure participants characteristic of the whole criminal
proceedings or the most investigatory or similar procedural actions (victim, suspect, accused, witness, defender, representative, legal
representative, specialist, interpreter and attesting witnesses) and special participants characteristic of separate investigatory action
carrying out (representatives of company administration, persons whose property is searched or seized, decoys, lawyers). Scientific
and practical significance. The performed research may be useful to scientists, students, postgraduate students and junior scientific
assistants, practical workers and everyone interested in the investigatory action carrying out issues.
