Bribery in Healthcare Sphere and Corruption Delicts

Purpose. Bribery is one of the dangerous corruption-related crimes that threaten the national security of the State, especial-
ly when such crimes are overrepresented in the health sector. You need to define the circle of persons who may be officials perform-
ing organizational and administrative functions for correct qualification of crimes. Should be distinguished the bribe subject of the gift.
Methods: dialectic, analysis, synthesis, deduction, legalistic method, statistical method interbranch legal research. Results. First, the
definition of bribery, which has traditionally been understood as a property benefit that gets official (bribe-taker) for the Commission
(or) any action in the interests of the briber, is also a subject of a bribe. Formulated a specific list of actions for committing of which the
bribe in the health system is transmitted or received most often. Second, not every employee of the state or municipal system of health
protection may be the subject of the crime provided by article 290 of the criminal code — “receiving a bribe”, and the person endowed
with administrative and (or) organizational-administrative functions. Thirdly, the concept of corruption offences, which is expressed in il-
legally obtaining state or municipal employees or employees of educational, medical and other organizations of any benefit in connec-
tion with the exercise of official authority. Highlighted criteria that allow to distinguish the crime of receiving bribes from non-criminal
actions in the form of a gift as a token of gratitude. Scientific and practical significance. This study allows to solve some problems
encountered in qualification of crimes in the sphere of health. In particular, it allows to distinguish crimes from non-criminal actions of
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medical workers, and as a result, to distinguish a bribe from a gift presented to a health care professional in gratitude. The example
of these illegal actions illustrates the interaction of various branches of law to better address the issue of bribery in the health sector.
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
