Mecthodology of Teaching of Theory of State and Law to Future Investigators

Purpose. To give a brief review of Theory of State and Law as a fundamental general-theoretical legal discipline, which forms
legal mindset of the students, including the ones specializing on a specific type of the future professional law enforcement and
investigatory activity. The purpose is to unfold the peculiarities of teaching methodology of the Theory of State and Law educational
discipline in the Moscow Academy of the Investigative Committee of the Russian Federation. Methodology: dialectics, abstraction,
analysis, synthesis. Conclusions. Firstly, Theory of State and Law retains its priority position as a fundamental legal science and an
educational discipline irrespective of the professional specialization of a graduate. Secondly, Theory of State and Law can and should
be taught from the standpoint of synthesis of theory and practice. Thirdly, such activity type as a term project challenged as a necessary
educational process element can unequivocally prove its right to existence in case its correct widespread usage, in combination of
scientific research and empirical elements (including achievements of other sciences, e.g., sociological research). Scientific and
practical importance. The author suggests application of new approaches at course teaching, in particular, preparation of a term
paper on Theory of State and Law. The article not only focuses attention on the general view of the teaching concept, but also gives
typical examples considering specifics of the future professional activity of the graduates.
