Innovative Approach to Management of Training
of Students of Educational Institutions of Higher Education
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Purpose. Upgrading the Federal state standards of higher education with respect to professional activity a graduate is trained
for shall be based on the relevant professional standards and requirements to results of mastering basic educational program that
forms the competence model of a graduate. In this regard, it is required to develop the necessary tools for assessing the results of
educational programs that enable to objectively assess the level of graduate’s competence. Methodology: description, analysis,
synthesis, generalization, formalization, structural and functional approach, rationale, modeling. Conclusions. Firstly, the ultimate
goal of higher education is to train a graduate having a good command of his/her profession, able to work effectively in a relevant
field of professional activity based on the requirements of professional standards. Secondly, requirements to the results of master-
ing the educational program presented in the format of a universal, general and professional competencies forming the overall com-
petence model of the graduate, which is a list of competencies that he must possess as a graduate for a success in the chosen pro-
fession. Thirdly, as for instruments for evaluating the level of formation of graduate’s competences, it is advisable to use a method
of assessing the results of development of an educational program based on a point-rating system of evaluating learner’s progress.
The proposed parameters enable to create a fundamentally new approach to assessing the results of educational programs. Scienti-
fic and practical importance. The research specifies the mechanism of upgrading the Federal state higher educational standards.
Application of the proposed parameters for evaluating the results of educational programs allows to objectively assessing the level of
formation of graduates’ competences, their ability to work effectively in a relevant field of professional activity based on professional
standards.
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
