Methodological Fundamentals of Housing Law Research

Purpose. To identify the methodological foundations for conducting research in the housing sector. Methodology: gener-
al scientific (formal and dialectical logic, comparisons, descriptions, structural and functional analysis, synthesis, classification,
interpretation), private-science (legal-dogmatic); Theoretical (formal and dialectical logic, structural and functional analysis, le-
gal-dogmatic), empirical (comparisons, descriptions, interpretations, classifications). Results: classification of methods of hous-
ing and legal scientific research is given, the main methods of such studies and their interrelation are revealed, recommendations
on the methodology of housing and legal research are presented. Conclusions: the methodology of housing and legal research
should be understood as an internally coordinated, structured system of scientific methods — methods and methods of scientif-
ic cognition of phenomena arising in a society about living quarters and the legal regulation of relevant public relations. Modern
housing and legal research is impossible without resorting to sociological and psychological methods. An indispensable condition
for objective, comprehensive knowledge of housing and legal phenomena is the intersectoral method of their cognition. The ap-
plication of the method of comparative jurisprudence in housing and legal research should always be based on historical, socio-
logical and systemic methods.
