Peculiarities of Constitutional Law Regulation
of Activity of Municipal Public Associations in Russia

Purpose. The research conducted in this article is aimed at determining the features of the legal regulation of the activities of mu-
nicipal public associations. Noncommercial formations of this kind are not formally defined, but they represent an absolute majority in
numerical terms in the total mass of all public associations and play a very important role in the development of democratic principles
in the territory of the state. Methodology: The study was based on a formal legal method, the method of comparison, analysis and
synthesis of legal norms. Conclusions. Municipal public association is a non-profit formation created on the initiative of citizens or or-
ganizations and functioning within a single municipality. In the future, it is possible to transfer part of the powers of local self-govern-
ment bodies to municipal public associations to address issues of local importance for optimizing the functioning of local government
as a whole. Scientific and practical importance. The concept of a municipal public association, formed according to the norms of
the current legislation, is introduced into doctrinal circulation. The proposal to transfer part of the powers of local self-government will
help relieve public authority of additional functions, strengthen the rule of law and democracy at the local level.
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
