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Purpose. To study the issues of training and attestation of scientists, to analyze the legal concepts, to compare the training
system of scientists in Russia and in the world, to consider the informal system about challenging the results of awarding academic
degrees that has developed in Russia in recent years. Methods: dialectics, deduction, analysis, synthesis, comparative legal method,
system research method. Results. 1) The existing Web of science and Scopus promotion system in Russia should not be considered
universal; 2) the legal technique of compiling normative legal acts on the preparation and certification of scientists needs to be improved;
3) scientists should be ranked for different reasons and give them different preferences; 4) it is necessary to strengthen and formalize the
role of the Higher Attestation Commission of Russia; 5) the concept of borrowing and compilation in the consideration of dissertations
should be replaced by a simple word — cheating. Scientific and practical significance. Various options are proposed for solving the
issues of attestation and training of scientists in Russia, both taking into account the world experience, and based on their own traditions.
It is argued that world experience, as a rule, is understood as the experience of Western countries.
