Regulation and Control of Virtual Currencies Circulation
in the USA at the Level of States

Purpose. The research is aimed at studying the experience of the legal regulation of public relations, emerging in the sphere
of circulation of virtual currencies, at the regional level in the USA. Methodology: in the course of the study, the author relied on
the general scientific method of dialectical cognition, as well as logical methods (analysis, synthesis, deduction, induction), special
scientific methods — formal legal and comparative legal. Results. The study showed that in the US the states are endowed with broad
powers to regulate the circulation of virtual currency. In this case, the models of such regulation can differ significantly from each
other. So, in some states virtual currencies are requlated in the framework of already existing legal mechanisms, in others — separate
regulatory legal acts are adopted. Also, transactions with virtual currency are subject to monitoring in the framework of activities related
fo combating the laundering of proceeds from crime. At present, the Uniform Law Commission has developed the Law on the Uniform
Regulation of Entrepreneurship Related to Virtual Currency. It is assumed that this law will be the basis for the legal regulation of virtual
currencies in the states. Scientific and practical significance. The research carried out within the framework of this article expands
the scientific understanding of the legal regulation of virtual currencies, enriches science with knowledge of foreign experience in this
field. The materials of the work can be used by the norm-setting bodies when developing and adopting normative legal acts regulating
public relations that are developing in the sphere of circulation of virtual currencies. Conclusions and other provisions of the article
can find their application in writing textbooks, teaching aids and monographs on the research topic, as well as conducting lecture and
practical classes in financial law and special courses based on it.
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
