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Purpose. The main purpose of the study was the creation of the author’s concept of development and the emergence of
legal constructions in law in relation to new branches of law, in this connection the author shows the essence and importance
of individual concepts for improving the professional legal language, ordering relations arising in new spheres of human life.
Methodology: investigating the problem, the author used the methods of historical, logical and comparative legal analysis, as
well as the structural and functional method. The empirical basis of this study was federal laws, international treaties of the Russian
Federation, legislation of the subjects of Russia and legislation of foreign countries; dialectic, hermeneutics, synergy, philosophical
conceptology. Conclusions. The main positions are disclosed on the basis of the characteristics of some legal constructions in
the field of space law, taking into account the fact that Russian lawyers have made a great contribution to the development of a
multitude of international space projects, for example, the International Space Station of the ISS. The study concluded that any
legal design is adopted by the legal community on the basis of models developed at the doctrine level, which are reflected in the
current national legislation. At the same time, each legal design has its own industry specificity, recycling existing transnational, not
only national, practice. Scientific and practical significance. The article is aimed at the conceptualization of research activity of
legal scientists in the field of legal techniques and law education. The author draws attention to the peculiarities of the formation
of legal constructions in the field of space law.
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
