The M.M. Kovalevsky’s Contribution to the Development
of the Legal Education and Science

Purpose. The creative heritage of outstanding Russian lawyers is of particular importance for modern Russian legal science
and legal education. Modernization of legal education should be based on the achievements of the classics of Russian law, which
includes M.M. Kovalevsky. Methodology: dialectical method, analysis, synthesis, deductive method, comparative legal, methods
of science applied to legal research. Conclusions. The paper actualizes Kovalevsky’s contribution to the evolution of legal science
and education. Various aspects of his scientific and pedagogical activity in the sphere of legal education in Russia and abroad are
presented. The essential properties of the constitutional concept of Kovalevsky as a representative of the sociological school in the
science of constitutional law are considered. The conclusion is made about Kovalevsky as the founder of comparative state law in
Russia, who successfully applied the comparative legal method for the study of constitutional systems, the evolution of political and
legal views of the leading constitutionalists of the modern era. Its role in the study and teaching of English and American constitutional
experience is noted. Based on the analysis of the works of the President of the United States V. Wilson, M.M. Kovalevsky identified the
essential features of the rule of law, justified the need for constitutional justice for European States, formulated his understanding of
the General state law. Scientific and practical significance. The presented work concretizes M.M. Kovalevsky’s contribution to the
development of Russian legal science and education. Quality teaching of legal disciplines should be based on fundamental research
in the field of law. It is not advisable to abandon the classical University lecture on legal subjects. Scientific discussions are necessary
and should be based on the principles of tolerance and respect for the opponent’s position.
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
