Review of Legislative Initiatives in the Development
of the Arctic Zone of the Russian Federation

Purpose. The Arctic is of particular importance for the state interests, due to its natural resource and transport potential.
To carry out a unified and comprehensive state policy in the Arctic, Russia needs to adopt a special Federal law in the field of
development of the Arctic zone of the Russian Federation. Currently, such a law is de lege ferenda, so it is important to take into
account the experience of similar legislative initiatives in this area. The article systematizes the existing draft Federal laws aimed at
the regulation of social relations arising in the Arctic zone of the Russian Federation, and their critical assessment. Methodology:
dialectics, abstraction, analysis, synthesis, deduction, formal legal method. Conclusions. Legal regulation of public relations in
the Arctic zone of the Russian Federation is carried out within the framework of subordinate normative legal acts and strategic
planning documents. The draft Federal laws on the regulation of public relations in the Arctic zone of the Russian Federation and
submitted to the state Duma of the Federal Assembly of the Russian Federation were developed without taking into account the
current legislation of the Russian Federation, did not have complexity and received negative feedback, as a result of which they
were not adopted. The basic draft Federal laws in the sphere of development of the Arctic zone of the Russian Federation, which
have not yet been submitted to the state Duma of the Federal Assembly of the Russian Federation, are developed. These draft
Federal laws are sectoral in nature and will not create a comprehensive legal regulation in the field in question. It is necessary to
consolidate the development of legislative initiatives in the field of development of the Arctic zone of the Russian Federation, taking
into account the current legislation of the Russian Federation, the positions of the subjects of the Russian Federation and other
stakeholders on this issue. Scientific and practical significance. The article systematizes and analyzes the currently available
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legislative initiatives in the field of development of the Arctic zone of the Russian Federation, which allows to take into account the
existing legislative experience in this area in the further development of the relevant draft Federal law.
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
