Law Making by Local Authorities and the Prosecutor’s Office
in the First Half of the 1920s

Purpose. To identify the role of the Prosecutor in supervision of law-making activity of local bodies of Executive power in the first
half of the 1920s. Methodology: systemic, structural-functional, historical-genetic, archival-heuristic methods, source analysis, meth-
od of historical description. Results. In the first years of Soviet power, the low level of General culture and literacy of representatives
of local Executive authorities, as well as the principles of revolutionary justice generated by the revolution and military communism
were reflected in the lawmaking of the local government. As a result, there have been arbitrary and sometimes manifestly unlawful de-
cisions that have given rise to well-founded complaints by the population. Under these conditions, the Prosecutor’s office functioned
as an important element of control over the work of Soviet institutions. The Prosecutor’s office largely helped to limit the arbitrariness
of local authorities, considered complaints about their actions. At the same time, the activities of the Prosecutor’s office were carried
out within the strict framework of the political and ideological course of the ruling party. Scientific and practical significance. The
study of the historical experience of law enforcement in the lawmaking of local authorities and management contributes to the effec-
tive implementation of the requirements imposed by the state to the bodies of prosecutorial supervision at the present stage. Previ-
ously unpublished documents introduced into scientific circulation.
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
