The Right of Students to Participate in Management of an Educational Institution

Purpose. The right of students to participate in the management of the educational organization is guaranteed by the legislator.
This right is one form of socialization of students and a prerequisite for their formation as active members of civil society. However, the
lack of a legal mechanism of implementation of this law prevents the identification, formulation and expression of opinions of students,
but also creates preconditions for social confiicts. Methodology: methods of formal logic, legalistic method, interbranch legal research.
Conclusion. Conducted analysis allowed to distinguish the following main forms of participation of students in educational organization:
the incorporation of the views of their representative bodies in making by educational organization the of local regulations that affect the
rights and legitimate interests of students, in choosing to be applied to the student disciplinary measures and students’ participation in
the work of collegial bodies of management of an educational institution. The representative bodies of students are the Students Councils
and Unions of Students. However, the scope of the rights of these bodies is different. The legislator has not defined the legal status and
requirements for the operation of Councils of Students, not the established procedure taking into account the views of the representative
bodies of students when making educational organization of local regulations. The author proposes to grant the right of representation
of interests of students when making educational organization of local requlations and disciplinary measures to be applied to the student
representative body that represents the interests of more than half of students, to supplement the legislation on education the responsibility
of the educational organization to carry out further consultations in case of disagreement of the specified body with the draft local
regulation. Scientific and practical significance. This study allows to clarify the legal status of the Students Council as a representative
body of students. Comparative analysis of labour legislation and legislation on education helps to identify gaps in legislation that prevent
effective realization of students rights to participate in the management of the educational organization.
