Modern Techniques of Lecturing in Legal Disciplines

Purpose. Modernization of Russian education accompanied by transfer from informational teaching system to the problematic one
requires implementation of interactive technologies for the classes. It concerns all the form of the educational process, including lectures
which constitute the traditional and the most conservative form of the classroom studies in the university. The purpose of the present
article is to show modern technologies implemented during the lectures on legal subjects and their importance for initiating Students’
mental activity as well as development of creative atmosphere on the lecture. Methodology: dialectics, abstraction, feaykuws, system
analysis, descriptive and formally-legal methods. Conclusions. First. Traditional (monologue) form of presenting the material is super-
seded by active and interactive technologies of lectures aimed at development of cognitive, communicational and personal activity of
students. We find among those lecture-dialogue, lecture with feedback technique, lecture-discussion, lecture with “brainstorm” meth-
od. Second. Each of the enumerated technologies is focused on solving a specific problem: initiate students’ mental activity, develop
their critical mindset, introduce competition elements into the educational process, form the basis for the collective mental activity, find
out the less learnt matters and adjust the presentation of material and certain others. Third. When turning to the new technologies the
lecturer shall clearly understand their purpose and aim in the educational process, master the ways of their implementation and find the
reasonable balance between the traditional and the innovative approaches. Scientific and practical significance. The article shows
us up-to-date technologies which may be used during lectures on legal subjects for development of creative and emotional interaction
between the professor and the audience. Exact goals which may be reached with the help of the proposed technologies are pointed out.
