Typologization and Classification of Corruption in Education: Criminological Aspect

Purpose. In the article are considered the peculiarities of corruption in the sphere of education as an object of criminological
cognition. For the first time, typology and classification of educational relations are realized through the prism of their corruption-
related nature. Methodology: the author used dialectic method of cognition, as well as system-structural, formal-logical and other
methods of scientific cognition. Conclusions. The key methodological significance in the knowledge of corruption in education’s field
is separation of two groups of relations: management of the education System and organization of educational activities. Named groups
of relations are characterized by specific subject field of activity, subjects, and also purposes. Corruption relations in the management
of the education System are characterized by features that are characteristic of corrupt relations in the sphere of state and municipal
management in general. Specific features of corruption in education are manifested in relationships on the organization of educational
activities, in particular in educational process, administrative activities and economic activities. Is proposed the author’s classification
and general characteristic of subjects of corruption in the sphere of education, types and kinds of corruption manifestations are
distinguished according to various grounds and groups of attributes. Structuring of scientific knowledge about corruption in education
is realized through the allocation and consideration of its possible manifestations depending on the type of educational organizations
and their jurisdiction, measure of rights to conduct educational activities, depending on the nature of the powers used by the subjects
of corruption, the quantitative subject composition, the nature of the gained advantages, etc. Scientific and practical significance.
Classifications and typologies of corruption in education’s field have a significant cognitive potential, since the systematization and
structuring of scientific knowledge will make it possible to reveal characteristics of this type of corruption, not so obvious at the first
approximation to its study. Formation of a system of knowledge of corruption in this area have an important meaning for developing a
set of sufficient and scientifically valid preventive measures.
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
