The Role of International Law on Improvement of Legal Education
in the Republic of Uzbekistan at the Modern Stage

Purpose. Republic of Uzbekistan is increasingly integrated into the world community and enhances collaboration and
cooperation with other states and international organizations at the regional and global levels. Consideration of the reform of higher
education at the present stage, the problem of the study of international law, as well as the role and importance of international law in
the preparation of highly qualified lawyers for the government, law enforcement and the private sector in the Republic of Uzbekistan.

At a time when the
Republic of Uzbekistan more integrated into the world community and enhances collaboration and cooperation with other states
and international organizations at the regional and global levels, highly qualified lawyer implies the ability to quickly perceive and
evaluate new developments right in the legal life outside the country to use foreign and international law. Scientific and practical
significance. This study develops and refines the theory of the need to further improve the training of legal personnel by strengthening
the role of international law in the training of qualified lawyers to meet modern requirements.
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
