On the Conceptual Unification of Criminal Procedure Laws Regulating Forensic
Expert Activities
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Purpose. An analysis of the legislative framework that requlates judicial and expert activities in the Russian Federation has
revealed many contradictions, ambiguous, inaccurate and contradictory norms that significantly influence the evaluation of evidence
obtained during the investigation and consideration of court cases. Often, the law enforcer himself has to interpret the legislative
norms, which can lead to a distortion of the intentions of the legislator. Especially vividly terminological contradictions are expressed
in the use of special knowledge in all institutions of procedural law.

Methodology. When writing the article, the fundamental provisions of materialistic dialectics were used, as well as general
and particular methods of scientific knowledge: logical-philosophical, historical, generalizations, questionnaires, descriptions,
sociological, comparative-legal, etc.

Conclusions. As a result of the research, legislative gaps in the field of the institution of special knowledge of conceptual nature,
which have a significant impact on law enforcement practice, were clearly identified. These issues require study and prompt decision
in the form of introducing changes and amendments to the current legislation. Along with this, we consider it expedient to form a single
intersectoral terminology field.

Scientific and practical significance. The article is aimed at developing a methodological basis for the development of a
common terminology for forensic examination, criminal procedural law and criminalistics of the terminological system. Practical
significance is expressed in the improvement of the criminal procedural legislation, the creation of unified databases, the development
of terminological dictionaries, etc.
