Determinants and Motivation of Crimes Committed by Foreign Migrants
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Purpose. The issue of crimes committed by foreign migrants is a relevant subject today as a number of military conflicts and
socioeconomic problems in some foreign countries has provoked an outflow of people and their immigration to Russia. As practice
shows, specific reasons and conditions inducing a person to relocate transform to reasons and conditions forcing such person to
commit crimes of a specific nature. And vice versa, reasons and conditions of criminal activities often act as migration factors and
have a criminal impact. The above is a ground for improving the efficiency of control and protective provisions in the researched sector.
Methodology: the systemic method, analysis and synthesis methods have been used. Conclusions. Firstly, crimes of foreign migrants
are closely related to the economic and social policy of a country. Insufficient knowledge of migrants of the rules of Stay in a country,
conditions for residence and employment are forming to a various extent the migrant’s criminal potential. Secondly, factors originating
before and after the arrival can act as reasons and conditions for crime of foreign migrants; external factors are based on the processes
in the country and the world not depending on the migrant, while the internal ones depend on the migrant’s psychological peculiarities:
upbringing, internal barriers, possibility to adapt smoothly to new conditions. Thirdly, a motive which is a perceived impulse stipulating
actions to satisfy the demands of a human being, plays an important role in the evaluation of actions and doings, so a review of the
whole spectrum of motivation of the migrant’s criminal behaviour will enable determination of the nature of negative changes and give
an opportunity to carry out results-oriented prevention depending on the migrant’s peculiarities and stages of his criminalization. The
author singles out four criminal migrant’s motivation types: lucrative, asocial or situational, illegal and criminal. Scientific and practical
relevance. The carried out research gives an opportunity to supplement and improve the existing migration laws, eliminating any gaps in
stay, movement and labor activities within minimization of criminal activities of foreign migrants. The article is of scientific, theoretical and
practical value as it presents a research of the modern reasons and conditions for crimes of foreign migrants, possible criminal behavior
motivation types required for the further development of complex measures of prevention and combating migrants’ criminal activities.
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
