Social Partnership and Countering lllegal Circulation of Drugs:
Experience of the Republic of Turkey

Purpose. The most important direction of the state anti-drug policy of the Republic of Turkey (hereinafter — Turkey) is not criminal
repression, but the prevention of drug addiction and drug treatment. The purpose of this article is to investigate social partnership in
Turkey and the experience of dealing with drug addicts and other persons who have fallen into a difficult life situation. Methodology:
the authors rely on general scientific system and axiological approaches to the study of social processes that generate the need to
provide social assistance to drug addicts. The methodology of the study includes a review of scientific literature and open information
sources, an analytical approach to solving the problem on the basis of the work of foreign and domestic scientists on the development
of public-private partnership in Turkey. Results. The authors reviewed previously unexplored problems of countering drug-related
crime through the use of the opioid-dependent substitution therapy. Drug addicts provide access to inpatient and outpatient care in
research, therapeutic and educational centers, psychiatric clinics of public hospitals, university treatment centers and some private
hospitals. Financing of drug treatment services is mainly carried out by the state through social or health insurance funds. Non-profit
and religious organizations in Turkey play a big role in the process of helping drug addicts. Scientific and practical significance.
The authors acknowledge the effectiveness of comprehensive rehabilitation programs for drug addicts, implemented with the active
cooperation of non-profit organizations, public and private medical institutions, as well as social services that could be perceived in
our country.
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
