A Review of the General Provisions Regulating the Suspended Sentence
Institution in the Criminal Laws of the Former Soviet Union States

Purpose. This article is a review of the criminal law regulation of the General provisions of the institution of conditional conviction
in the legislation of the neighboring countries. Examines the relevant provisions of the criminal code of Ukraine, Belarus, Armenia,
Georgia, Kazakhstan, Latvia, Lithuania, Estonia, etc. The comparative analysis of some elements of conditional conviction: types of
punishments in which a conditional conviction is possible; the term of imprisonment; the circumstances to be taken into account in
the appointment of this measure of influence, the possibility of the appointment of additional types of punishment, probation, types of
duties imposed on probationers. Methodology: analysis, system method, induction and deduction. Conclusions. It is noted that the
legislative proposals of modern domestic scientists are actually enshrined in the codes of foreign countries, which makes it possible
to study the relevant experience of the implementing a specific situation. Some elements of conditional conviction in foreign legislation
can be perceived without special problems by domestic law. Scientific and practical significance. Of particular interest are the
provisions on restrictions on imposed, the types of duties imposed on conditionally convicted persons. These provisions can serve as
a guide for the domestic legislator in the improvement of criminal law.
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
