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International Liability Law in the Maritime Law Sector

Purpose. States engage in marine activities, there are conflicts between them. The most complex confiicts are resolved in in-
ternational courts, that have jurisdiction to resolve international maritime disputes. The purpose of the article is to consider the law of
international responsibility in maritime law. International legal documents are analyzed, the work of researchers on the law of interna-
tional responsibility is considered, the practice of the international courts is studied in the aspect of international legal responsibility
of states in international maritime law. Methodology: dialectics, abstraction, analysis, Synthesis, deduction, formal legal, compara-
tive legal research methods. Conclusions. The responsibility of states and other subjects of international law in maritime activities is
subject to general international principles and norms. International courts often need to prove the factual circumstances of a wrongful
act when they are dealing with international maritime disputes. The international court, which deals with maritime disputes, must es-
tablish a relationship between the factual and legal basis of responsibility, that is, to establish a violation of the act of the state of in-
ternational law of the sea. The invocation of international legal responsibility by a state without a simultaneous factual and legal basis
of responsibility is impossible. The Russian Federation is a party to international agreements on the law of the sea and has assumed
certain international obligations, which are successfully implemented. Scientific and practical significance. The main conclusions
of article can be used for further research activities and law enforcement practice in international Maritime law and procedural law.
