A Multi-Faceted Approach to Surrogacy as a Social Law Phenomenon
within the Framework of Support of Family Values

Purpose.: The article considers legal relationship of surrogacy as complicated social and legal relationship in terms of bearing
and giving birth to a baby by a surrogate mother for the benefit of potential parents in order to reveal multidimensional nature of such
relationship. Methodology: when writing an article general scientific (analysis, induction, deduction, synthesis) and specific scientific
(legalistic) methods of scientific cognition were used. Conclusions. The article justify multidimensional nature of surrogacy as social
and legal relationship. It is established that surrogacy can be considered as an element of legal status of an individual who allows
infertile persons to acquire a status of a parent in the future. As a result of legal relationship of surrogacy one of the main purposes of
a family marital union is reached that is giving birth to a baby and its further raising, protection of childhood and relationship between
children and parents being the highest family value in the Society. In addition, Surrogacy is a guarantee to realize a constitutional
principle of protection of a family, motherhood, fatherhood and childhood in cases when natural conception is impossible for medical
reasons. Scientific and practical significance of the article is that it comprises an attempt to examine surrogacy from different
points of view, to justify multidimensional nature of such legal relationship that can facilitate in defining of legal content of surrogate
legal relationship.
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
