Improvement of Anti-Corruption Laws
within the Framework of Ensuring National Security***

Purpose. As part of the study of current trends in the implementation of legal policy, topical issues of updating Russian
criminal law in the sphere of combating corruption have been disclosed. Analyze the main areas of counteracting corruption at the
legislative and law enforcement levels. Methodology: for researching is based on general scientific, private and special methods of
scientific knowledge, including dialectical, logical, system-structural, formal legal, comparative legal and other methods of cognition.
Conclusions. First, the modern stage of the novelization of the criminal law in the sphere of combating corruption presupposes
predominantly the criminalization and penalization of corruption-related crimes. Secondly, the insufficient scientific substantiation of
the implementation of these directions is confirmed by the lack of coherence of the adopted draft laws with the general concept of
criminal policy in terms of establishing the relationship between institutionalization and the instrumental nature. Thirdly, the ongoing
legal effect should be balanced and effective, which is achieved by differentiating the measures of responsibility, taking into account
the specific nature of the operation of the sectoral legislation. Fourthly, a uniform interpretation of criminal law provides consistent and
phased counteraction to corruption in terms of prevention, prevention, minimization of adverse legal consequences associated with the
commission of corruption-related crimes. Scientific and practical significance. The study reflects the results of the globalization of
the international criminal policy, demonstrates the key directions for the creation and improvement of a comprehensive anti-corruption
mechanism, taking into account the modernization of the sectoral national criminal legislation.
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
