Supplementary Education of Children in Modern Conditions:
Separate Legal Regulation Issues

Purpose. Modern socio-economic conditions on the one hand, form a fertile and achievable ground for the realization of
additional education for children, on the other, contribute to the emergence of a number of problems of legal regulation of this Sphere.
The analysis of the current legislation allows us to state that the delimitation of the subjects of jurisdiction and authority allows the
subjects of the Russian Federation and municipalities to solve the main issues in the sphere of additional education. However, legal
validity points to a number of unresolved issues of financial security and application of labor law standards. This article is focused
on identifying specific problems of law enforcement practice and conclusions that allow to substantiate the need to improve the
current legislation regulating the mechanism of additional education. Metodology: formal-logical, analysis, comparison, synthesis,
comparison, generalization, method of intersectoral legal research. Conclusions. The peculiarities of the right requlation of additional
education by the norms of various branches of law have been revealed; it is justified that the recommendation character of the main
provisions of the regional legislation in practice serves as an obstacle to the realization of children’s right to additional education in
municipalities. Scientific and practical significance. General comments and proposals on improving the existing legislation in
terms of organizing and financing the additional education of children in municipalities are formulated.
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
