The Role of Philosophy in the Legal Education System

The purpose of this article is to identify the role of philosophy in the process of preparing future lawyers: first, for the development
of the theory of law; secondly, to solve the tasks set by practicing lawyers; and thirdly, to shape the personality of the lawyer, his
moral and ethical qualities. An analysis of trends in the modern education system signals a number of factors that adversely affect
the training of future professionals. In particular, we are talking about the total elimination of the disciplines that are responsible for
the formation of a fundamental theoretical basis, to which philosophy also belongs. Methodology: dialectical-materialistic method,
method of mental experiment, deductive method, method of ascent from abstract to concrete, etc. Conclusions. The criterion of the
effectiveness of modern education is understood too narrowly as the earliest possible obtaining of a pragmatic result from the use of
the acquired knowledge. In this regard, philosophy is losing its value, because the effect of teaching this discipline is visible after a
long period of time. But this does not mean that it is less significant. On the contrary, philosophy allows to solve general theoretical
problems of law, helps to form creative and flexible thinking, necessary for orientation in a specific situational task for a lawyer, and also
lays a solid worldview foundation necessary in the process of performing professional activity. Scientific and practical significance.
The article shows concrete points of contact of the System course of philosophy and jurisprudence, gives outlets to problem fields of
law from each topic of the general philosophy course, so that it is not taught abstractly, causing internal resistance to mastering, but
problem-oriented.
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
