An Individual Educational Path in the System of Higher Education:
Proposals of Model Options

Purpose. Identification of establishment models for an individual educational path of students, their contentand
implementation mechanism including possibilities of introduction of alternative forms of provision of educational
services based on digital technologies. Methodology: comparative analysis, synthesis, generalization, modelling.
Conclusions. The individual educational path provisions stipulated by statutory acts are worded in a framework
manner, which complicates their application. General and special models of establishment of an individual
educational path are singled out by comparison of tools ensuring the possibility of implementation of an individual
educational path applied by national and foreign higher educational institutions. The general model stipulates the
possibility of selection of a limited number of elective courses, a research topic and internship place. The special
model is characterized by a large number of elective courses, the possibility of selection of the sequence of their
study and a mastering level. A variation of both models is a sub-model for persons with disabilities distinguished by
the right of this category of students to extend some educational program mastering terms.
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Obstructing provisions of current standards in higher education are singled out, ways of their improvement are
proposed. Online registration for elective programs and tutor support by means of social media and educational
chatbots are suggested as promising technologies of implementation of an individual educational path. Scientific
and practical relevance: research results make a contribution to the educational law doctrine in terms of modelling
of an individual educational path of students allowing them to select their own basic competence forming means.
The results may be used as methodological recommendations for higher educational institutions when identifying
reference points of an individual educational navigation model.
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
